Faithfully, the latest album from soul
force Faith Evans, is a glorious return to the
top for an artist that has had a huge reputation
to overpower. As the wife of slain rapper
Notorious B.I.G., Evans has chosen to sit
back and bite the bullet in her music as
Biggie’s mistresses, Lil’ Kim and Charli
Baltimore, never hold back a lyric about their
devotion to him and their contempt for her.

Evans has chosen to keep her lush,
signature sound intact during her travails
while keeping her lyrics centered on the
themes of love and heartache. On this, her
third album, Evans finally pulls out for a
second to discuss her past relationship, even
using samples of B.I.G.’s beats and rhymes,
and making veiled references to the other
women. While she expressed her mourning
in Puff Daddy’s ubiquitous 1997 smash, I’ll
Be Missing You, Evans has never addressed
her past so clearly as here.

foundation by telling them all that despite
the lambasting, accusations and insults, she
has risen above their pettiness to find comfort
in her new marriage.

Of course, Evans does not forego her
trademark sense of cool and sensitivity to
do any of this, and her gorgeous, honey-in-
rain drenched voice is as emotive as ever.
Though originally compared to Mary J.
Blige, it has now become apparent that the
similarities are only weave-thick. Blige’s
gritty ardor is the antithesis of Evans’s
softened delivery, although the same pain
is present in both. Due to the rumors about
her private life, Evans has had to work hard
to establish her artistic credibility, and this
album finally does that once and for all.

Faithfully finds Evans still exploring
love from all angles, but the production is
much more understated to allow her voice
to shimmer through. She again uses a B.I.G.
sample for the title track, this time from
Juicy, which is itself taken from Mtume’s
Eighties-jam, Juicy Fruit. The beauty here
is that she puts her sensitive take on love
over the beat to transform its previous
renderings into a true devotional standard.

A high point comes towards the end of
the disc with a crossover nod to Ella
Fitzgerald in Love Can’t Hide. The jazz-
imbibed ditty sweeps through the first two
verses to build the bridge upon straight be-
bop free-styling that shows off the gifted
vocalist’s chops.

The rest of the album brings listeners
back to the Faith they first fell in love with
on her debut album, Faith. Evans’s
sweeping vocal production and angelic
layerings stand alone in the often
overcrowded R&B market, and Evans has
managed to carve out her own niche without
resorting to the cheaper gimmicks of those
who surround her.

On the sweeping Alone in This World,
she addresses B.I.G. over a sample of his hit
Who Shot Ya?, and she lifts his rap from
Junior Mafia’s Get Money directly on the
album’s thumping first single, You Gets No
Love. “Rhymes I bust ‘em/Problems with my
life don’t discuss ‘em,” she mockingly cuts
off the hook with a counterjab to her late
husband.

Later on, in Brand New Man, she finally
answers the mistresses from a stone
