has been invited to a January 2™ meeting
at the Sunshine Cathedral Foundation
office to cement plans.

Stated John C. Graves, the Vice
President of the Sunshine Cathedral, “We
have to work out the details, but
everybody is certainly enthusiastic about
theidea.

Graves added that “ There are a huge
number of older gay people in this
community, and we have to provide them
with more and more services, and | view
this as a step in the right direction if we
want to encourage more gay seniors to
retire down here.”
