Anything from
Marilyn Mansonto Islandsinthe Sreamwill
get played in my sets.

ID: You include Generations of Love,
a track that includes your vocals. Now
that the eighties have made a comeback,
doyou ever insert old Culture Club songs
into your sets?

BG: Sometimes. But that iswhy | am
working on a 21-year anniversary box set
[with the band], and rather than it being
another greatest hitsalbum, | want it to bea
remix record. That will come out next year.

ID: Will there be original mixeson it
aswell?

BG: | hope not. | mean, how many
greatest hits compilations can one band put
out?| do want to have onedisc with acapella
versions so that people can sample them.

ID: So you're not opposed to people
doing that?

BG: Only if they do it badly. | just
feel it is important to get the music out
there. If some kid in Montana just
discovered a new technology and might
use my vocals and come up with something
amazing, why should | hold that back?As
aDJ, sampling is essential to me because
| love using bootlegs. | love taking a
classic song and adding different elements.
More and more my sets are becoming a
mixture of stuff that’s around now and
stuff from the past | can mix withiit. | call
it “hectic eclectic.’

ID: Do you like DJing better than
singing?

BG: It is a different experience in the
sense that as a singer you can take people
through the whole gamut of emotions. When
you are a DJ, you are limited to keeping
people on a perpetual high. Currently, inthe
UK, there is a hard house explosion.
Clubbing has become so big and so corporate
that audiences now dictate how a DJ should
pay. | play al sortsof shit—hard, soft, weird,
vocals — and at end of the night | say,
“Look...you haveall been agreat crowd, but
not every gay guy that comesthrough hereis
going to play marching music. If you want
something hard, you have it between my
legs.”

ID: What about therumor sof amovie
based on of your autobiography, Take it
LikeAMan?

BG: Thereisactualy amusical opening
based on my life here in London called
TABOO. Previews start on the 11 of January.
It is not like Mamma Mia — | did al new
songs for this. There is a partial use of old
songs, but it is not completely about me. Itis
about al of theincredible club charactersfrom
the Eighties— Leigh Bowery, Marilyn, Steve
Strange. It is a postcard of that era, and my
story is cut into it. It is not The Buddy Holly
Sory, nor isit an Eighties shebang. | wishyou
could come, but | know how you Americans
are afraid to come overseas now. ..
